“Families account for a large segment of our visitors,” she said. “This souvenir not only gives children a fun
activity but also provides families with a physical memento of their trip here. It’s something they’ll keep for a
long time, reminding them of a wonderful vacation and prompting them to think about coming back to
Haywood County.

“We also extremely pleased that we are able to present local students with an opportunity to participate and
reward a few for their creativity,” Ellis said.
